I’m leaving you a note to describe something that will help us preserve the character of our neighborhood. You may have seen flyers or read in the newsletter about an amended City of Houston Code of Ordinance regarding the “preservation of prevailing lot sizes.” If we sign a petition and file an application, it lets us keep (or “protect”) the current size of our lots.

Practically speaking, it would mean that a developer could not buy a 
lot in our neighborhood, divide it and build two or three houses on it.  This is happening in the Houston Heights and Montrose where those neighborhoods have become densely populated and are having problems as a result (for example, problems with more cars, more demands for water and sewer and flooding problems, to name a few).

I am willing to file the application, but I need your help in showing support to the City Council and the Planning & Development Depart​ment that we want this protection on our block.

I will be coming by to see if you would like to sign in favor of keeping existing lot sizes. Let’s join together and take advantage of this protection for our neighborhood.
